Well, audience members do thank their speakers - if
they've received worthwhile conteiithey clap, they smile,
they may even cry as a result of your t#lkd sometimes
they even contact you afterward to find out more about your
subject.They don't have to thank you. But when all goes
well, they happily say thanks in these ways. Now that's suc
cess!

My only caution isAvoid using "thank you" as a way to
sum up or close your speecWords of gratitude and
acknowledgment come after you've given the audience
members a compelling close that leaves them with a
message to remember
